The Regular Meeting of the Mill Village Borough Council was called to order at 6:30 p.m.

Edward Falconer motioned to accept the Proposed Agenda. Mark Kuhn seconded. All voted yes.

Edward Falconer motioned to approve the Minutes from the January 7, 2026 meeting and the January 31,
2026 Treasurer’s Report. Shawn Mclaughlin seconded. All voted yes.

A letter was sent to the American Legion post 285 in Waterford. The Directors of the Legion voted to
donate $10,000.00 towards engineering for the Mill Village Community Park. A check was presented by
Edward Falconer.

Maintenance Employee Tim Pie stated that the catch basin at the corner of Route 6 and South Main
Street needs fixed. Mark Costello stated that he will contact the company who installed it. Tim Pie
presented his monthly list of work that has been done. There was a lot of snowplowing in January. Tim
believes that the trees on Woods Road need trimming and the shoulders cut before the road is improved.
The MV Fire Department requested that no skid be placed in front of the Firehall Doors.

Michael Yovich motioned to sign the County Aid request form for reimbursement for Street Lighting costs.
Mark Costello seconded. All voted yes.

The Mill Village Community Park will be Re-bid in March.

Shawn McLaughlin accepted the resignation of snowplow driver Bruce Wise. Mark Kuhn seconded. All
voted yes.

Edward Falconer motioned to hire Brad Kestel at $19.00 per hour to plow snow. David Alexander
seconded. All voted yes.

Council members went into Executive session at 8:50 p.m. and resumed the regular meeting at 7:10 p.m.
President Linda Falconer stated that Brad Kestel will be doing all the snow plowing going forward. If Brad
cannot plow, he will call Mark Costello, who will then call Tim Pie to come in. The shoes will not be
installed on the plow. Shawn McLaughlin will be on Standby for snow plowing.

New springs for the truck have been tabled indefinitely.

Mark Costello motioned to pay payroll and monthly bills for January 31, 2026, seconded by Edward
Falconer All voted yes.

Discussion was held on the Mill Village Fire Department/EMS Tax Ordinance (Ordinance #1 of 2020).
Council members requested that Pat Kennedy be present at the next meeting to discuss options for
payments to the Fire Company.
